	Writing II
	Writing  Process – this course is a genre writing course with a focus on the writing and revision process

Recommendations: If a student has 6 or fewer benchmarks at the end of the course, they will need to complete the work that they did not the first time. They will have the opportunity to read new texts. If they finish quickly (2 to 3 weeks) they can progress to the next course (Hist 1)
	Editing, Revising, figurative language, paragraph writing, narrative writing, fiction writing, Students will revise their work and use the peer editing process.
	-Students will produce: multiple short creative pieces, short responses to literature and a 3-5 paragraph personal essay using MEAL paragraphs as a part of this course.
